Fitting / Replacing Bulbs

When changing a bulb, always switch off at the malins and allow the bulb to cool
before handling. Dispose of used bulbs carefully. Use a soft cloth to handle bu'bs. avoid
directly touching the bulbs as this will shorten their life, Do not exceed the wattage stated
or use a different shape bulb from that indicated on the fitting.

Bulb type - 35W GUI0

k. Unscrew the bezel

2. Remove the old bulb by turning antl-clockwise. GUI0 240V
3. Insert new bulb.
4. Replace the bezel ensuring that it is tightly secured. 35W MAX

Care and Cleaning
Do not use solvents or abrasive cleaners as these could damage the finish.

In normal circumstances. stainless steel is very resistant to corrosion. It does however require maintenance to
preserve the high quality appearance.Wash the product with warm soapy water. removing all surface deposits. Rinse
with clear water and with a soft cloth, wipe dry.

in some cases, surface corroslon may arise after installation. This is normaily caused by tiny iron particles left behind
after the brushing process when finishing.

Wash and dry as detailed above. Then with a soft cloth soaked with a protective oil, wipe all over.

However f the product is subject to extreme environmental conditlons such as marine locations. industrial
pollution and acid rain these malntenance procedures should be carried out around four times a year. For severe
corrosion. non-abrasive cream cleaners or proprietary stainless steel cleaners should be used to remove the
corrosion.Wash and dry as detalled above. Then with a soft cloth soaked with a protective oil, wipe all over.

Glass parts - Remove and wash in warm water or just use a damp cloth. Do not use abrasive materials as these
will damage the finish.

Do not clean the units with a pressure washer.

Installation

Wiring

Having correctly identified the wiring from your existing light fitting, pull the wire through the hole and connect to

ST5009BK - Black
ST5009SS - Stainless Steel
STS5009W -White

Existing fittings must be completely removed
before Installation of a new product. Before
removing the existing fitting, carefully note
the position of each set of wires.
Remove mounting box (A) from product
by removing grub screws (C). Pull termunal
block off of retaining pegs in mounting box.
Carefully pierce a small hole in the rubber
gasket in the centre of the mounting box to
allow the cable to pass through.

Thread the cable through the hole and fix the
mounting box to the wall using the screws
and plugs supplied (B). Take care not to
damage any concealed wiring.
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the connection block inside the product in the following way:
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You have correctly identified the wires.
The connections are tight.
No loose strands have been left out of the connection block.

Commissioning

4. Wrap the terminal block in tipe, covering 2cm on each side of the connections.

5. Push terminal block back onto the retining pegs inside mounting box.

6.  Fit the product back on to the mounting box and refit grub screws. ughten grub screws to secure.
7. Replace fuse or circult breaker and switch on.Your light is now ready for use.
